Decimonoveno Domingo del Tiempo Ordinario
Evangelio Juan 6: 41—51

Las lecturas de este domingo hermanos y hermanas, nos hablan de una necesidad que todo ser vivo realiza para
poder subsistir, el derecho a la alimentacion.

La primera lectura del primer libro de los Reyes posee una riqueza llena de esperanza de que Dios nunca deja a
sus hijos en el abandono, Dios en su infinita misericordia cubre todas nuestras necesidades tanto materiales como
espirituales.

Es una fortuna que el escritor biblico haya dejado plasmado en su interior la experiencia que estos hombres de
Dios experimentaron al aceptar la invitacion de Dios a llevar su mensaje a todo el pueblo de Israel. Es interesante
descubrir que estos personajes biblicos no eran muy diferentes a nosotros. En la lectura que escuchamos, Elias pasa por
estados de 4nimo que nosotros mismos hemos experimentado y que por momentos pueden desanimar o hacer dudar si
valdra la pena seguir a Jests.

El querer hacer la voluntad de Dios no es facil, este camino esta lleno de incertidumbre, soledad, incomprensiéon
y rechazo. Pero para poder descubrir que quiere Dios de cada uno de nosotros tenemos que experimentar la aridez
espiritual, el versiculo 4 de la primera lectura dice: (luego €l se fue hacia el desierto, y camino durante un dia, hasta que
finalmente se sent6 bajo una retama).

En algiin momento de nuestra vida, experimentaremos esa misma sequedad espiritual donde la tentacién sera
pensar valdra la pena vivir como Dios quiere, para que me porto bien si nadie lo valora, creo que Dios no me escucha le
pido que me ayude y no pasa nada, siento un vacio espiritual, etc.

Otro punto importante de esta lectura es cuando el Angel lo toca estando el dormido y le ordena que coma, esta
accidn se repetira una vez mas, pero en esta segunda ocasion le dir4 unas palabras que acompafiaran a todo cristiano que
quiere hacer la voluntad del Padre celestial, Es el ( 1 reyes 19, 7-8) “levantate y come, porque si no el viaje sera demasiado
largo para ti.

El relato nos dice que ese alimento le dio fuerzas para caminar durante cuarenta dias y cuarenta noches hasta
llegar al Horeb, el monte de Dios.

Si nosotros queremos permanecer fieles a Dios y a Jests, el alimento que nos da fuerza para esas batallas
espirituales es la Eucaristia y el que nos prepara para recibirla es la confesion.

Nineteenth Sunday in Ordinary Time
Gospel John 6: 41—51

The readings for this Sunday, brothers and sisters, speaks to us of a need that every living being has in order to
survive, the right to food.

The first reading from the first book of Kings is rich in hope that God never abandons his children, God in his
infinite mercy covers all our needs, both material and spiritual.

It is fortunate that the biblical writer has left within him the experience that these men of God experienced when
they accepted God's invitation to take his message to all the people of Israel. It is interesting to discover that these
biblical characters were not very different from us. In the reading that we heard, Elijah goes through states of mind that
we ourselves have experienced and that at times can discourage us or make us doubt whether it will be worth following
Jesus.

Wanting to do the will of God is not easy, this path is full of uncertainty, loneliness, misunderstanding and
rejection. But in order to discover what God wants from each one of us we have to experience spiritual aridity, verse 4 of
the first reading says: (Then he went into the desert, and walked for a day, until finally he sat down under a broom tree).

At some point in our life, we will experience that same spiritual dryness where the temptation will be to think it is
worth living as God wants, why should I behave well if nobody values it, I think that God does not listen to me, I ask him
to help me and nothing happens, I feel a spiritual emptiness, etc.

Another important point of this long reading is when the angel touches him while he is asleep and orders him to
eat, this action will be repeated once more, but on this second occasion he will say some words that will accompany every
Christian who wants to do the will of the heavenly Father, it is (1 Kings 19, 7-8) "Get up and eat, because if not the
journey will be too long for you.

The story tells us that this food gave him the strength to walk for forty days and forty nights until he reached
Horeb, the mountain of God.

If we want to remain faithful to God and Jesus, the food that gives us strength for these spiritual battles is the
Eucharist and the food that prepares us to receive it is confession.

Privileged Creatures
Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ,

We, human beings are privileged creatures. Sacred Scripture teaches us that we were created in the image and
likeness of God (Gen. 1:26-27). We have an intelligence far superior to the rest of the creatures since animals cannot in-
novate in the way they live, they will be able to evolve, but not have the degree of perfection that human beings can devel-
op. Human beings can do amazing things, such as making a mountain maintain its snow for an entire year, making a de-
sert a mercantile empire, and developing technologies that, in the 1960s to 90's, could only be seen in science fiction
films.

We have will power: it is the ability to make decisions that can set the course of history at a global level, country,
state, community, family, staff etc., This will is also the ability to decide what you want and what you do not want. To be a
doctor, part of the military, lawyer, priest, father, etc.

We have divine grace that enlightens intelligence and makes us discern what makes us profitable and what does
not. This is acquired through constant conversion, the sacraments and the cultivation of a spiritual life. Why do many
people get their decisions wrong? Many people live in regret of the bad choices they made in their youth. Some of them
are immersed in vices, live unhappy and depressed. Like they're doomed to live like this for the rest of their lives.

The reason is very simple: by clearly understanding what I mentioned above, we must think that people are used
to making decisions from their will, this implies the use of feelings that can deceive a person who has poor will. Decisions
must be made from intelligence, enlightened with divine grace, so that intelligence govern the will power and not the oth-
er way around. When you get angry, your will power will force the first thing that comes to your mind to be what the per-
son who is with you receives, if it was a flurry of bad words and aggressions, later intelligence will reproach you through
your conscience that your action was not appropriate.

If we approach God, we can do it. If we evangelize ourselves, we can get to know who we are and discover the
riches that God gives to those who trust in Him, I recommend for this week the letter to James Chapter 3: 1-18.

Esta se adquiere por medio de la conversion constante, los sacramentos y el cultivo de una vida espiritual. ¢Por qué
muchas personas se equivocan en sus decisiones? Muchas personas viven arrepentidas de las malas decisiones que
tomaron en su juventud. Algunos de ellos estan sumergidos en los vicios, viven infelices y deprimidos. Como si estuvi-
eran condenados a vivir para asi por el resto de sus vidas.

La razon es muy sencilla: entendiendo de manera clara lo que anteriormente he mencionado, debemos pensar
que las personas estamos acostumbradas a tomar decisiones desde la voluntad, esto implica el uso de los sentimientos
que engafian en una persona que tiene voluntad pobre. Las decisiones deben ser tomadas desde la inteligencia, ilumina-
da con la gracia divina, de modo que la inteligencia debe gobernar la voluntad y no al revés. Cuando te enfadas, tu volun-
tad de obliga a que lo primero que te llega a la cabeza, sea lo primero que reciba la persona que esta contigo, si fue una
rafaga de malas palabras y agresiones, después la inteligencia te reclamara a través de la conciencia que tu acciéon no fue
adecuada.

Sinos acercamos a Dios podremos lograrlo. Si nos evangelizamos, podremos conocernos a nosotros mismos y

Murmurings
When people whisper, what they whisper usually is not flattering. It’s also usually not accurate. If it was either of
these things, it probably wouldn’t have to be whispered.

“Stop murmuring among yourselves,” Jesus tells the community in today’s Gospel, and I think I detect a hint of impa-
tience in his voice — or is that just my own bias? Maybe, maybe not. But it’s true that what they were whispering about
wasn’t particularly flattering, and it also wasn’t very accurate: Did you hear what he said? That he’s the bread of life?

Do they disbelieve, or are they simply confused? Resentful? Afraid? Overwhelmed? We don’t know, but we do know that
they’re not bringing their questions into the open. They’re whispering them, trading them secretly, like contraband can-
dy.

We know this guy. Who does he think he is? Well, if you ask me...

And then we get to what is usually the true purpose of a whispered opinion: the desire to make oneself out as the correct
and unchallenged judge of the matter at hand.

In many ways, we have become a Church of murmurers. Did you see what Bishop So-and-So said to Such-and-Such
newspaper? Did you hear what Fr. Whatshisname said in his homily? Who does he think he is? Well, if you ask me...

Perhaps it was always this way, even before modern times. Perhaps this Gospel shows us that this is no new thing.

Today, we see Jesus respond to his sulking critics by drawing their attention back to the truth at the heart of his teaching.
Everyone who listens to my Father and learns from him comes to me. And that is the end of their murmuring,.

The truth is like a brick wall, and it knocks them over — or rather they, hurling themselves against it, knock themselves
over.

Servant of God Darwin Ramos

Short Bio

Servant of God Darwin Ramos, a poor Filipino boy, died from muscular dystrophy at the age of 17. Never brought
low by the disease, he spoke of his illness as his “mission for Jesus.” Many were blessed by his smile and compassionate
friendship. He was known as the Master of Joy.

Biography

Servant of God Darwin Ramos was born on December 17, 1994, in Pasay City, south of Manila in the Philippines.
He was born into the poorest of families, living in the slums of the city. There was no pre-school or kindergarten for Dar-
win, instead he and his younger sister scavenged trash heaps for things to sell so the family could eat. By the time he was
6 years old, the first symptoms of the disease that would take his life began to show. Darwin was afflicted with Duchenne
muscular dystrophy, a genetic disease characterized by the progressive loss of muscle.
When he was no longer able to use his legs, Darwin’s father took advantage of his son’s condition, dropping him off at the
Libertad station to beg for money. Members of the ANAK-TnK Foundation, which works to care for the street children of
Manila, began to talk with Darwin and eventually convinced him to live at a center managed by the foundation with other
children with special needs.

At the center Darwin received the kind of care his condition required, enough food to eat, and education. He was intro-
duced to the Catholic faith and entered a special relationship with Jesus. Never brought low by the disease which at-
tacked him daily, he now spoke of his illness as his “mission for Jesus.” Darwin was Baptized in 2006 and received his
First Communion and Confirmation a year later. Those that knew him during this time were blessed with his ready smile
and compassionate friendship. He was known as the Master of Joy.

Servant of God Darwin Ramos died at the age of 17, on September 23, 2012. Darwin was declared a Servant of God on
November 7, 2018, and the diocese of Cubao (Philippines) opened the cause of canonization on August 28, 2019. Servant
of God, Darwin Ramos, pray for us!

Siervo de Dios Darwin Ramos

Biografia Breve:

Siervo de Dios Darwin Ramos, un nifo filipino pobre, muri6 de distrofia muscular a la edad de 17 afos. Nunca
desanimado por la enfermedad, hablé de su enfermedad como su “mision para Jestis”. Muchos fueron bendecidos por su
sonrisa y amistad compasiva. Era conocido como el Maestro de la Alegria.

Biografia

El siervo de Dios Darwin Ramos naci6 el 17 de diciembre de 1994 en la ciudad de Pasay, al sur de Manila, Filipi-
nas. Nacio en el seno de las familias més pobres, viviendo en los barrios marginales de la ciudad. No habia preescolar
para Darwin. En su lugar, él y su hermana menor rescataron basura para cosas que vender para que la familia pudiera
comer. Cuando tenia 6 anos, los primeros sintomas de la enfermedad que le quitaria la vida comenzaron a aparecer. Dar-
win padeci6 distrofia muscular de Duchenne, una enfermedad genética caracterizada por la pérdida progresiva de
miusculo. Cuando ya no era capaz de usar las piernas, el padre de Darwin se aprovech6 de la condicién de su hijo,
dejandolo en la estacion de Libertad para pedir dinero. Los miembros de la Fundacion ANAK-TNK, que trabaja para
cuidar a los nifios de la calle de Manila, comenzaron a hablar con Darwin y finalmente lo convencieron de vivir en un
centro administrado por la fundacion con otros nifios con necesidades especiales.

En el centro Darwin recibi6 el tipo de cuidado que su condicién requeria, suficiente comida para comer y educacion. Fue
introducido a la fe catélica y entrd en una relacién especial con Jestis. Nunca bajado por la enfermedad que lo atacaba a
diario, ahora hablaba de su enfermedad como su “misién para Jestis”. Darwin fue bautizado en 2006 y recibi6 su Primera
Comunion y Confirmaciéon un afio mas tarde. Aquellos que lo conocieron durante este tiempo fueron bendecidos con su
sonrisa pronta y su amistad compasiva. Era conocido como el Maestro de la Alegria.

El siervo de Dios Darwin Ramos muri6 a la edad de 17 afios, el 23 de septiembre de 2012. Darwin fue declarado Siervo de
Dios el 7 de noviembre de 2018, y la didcesis de Cubao (Filipinas) abri6 la causa de canonizacion el 28 de agosto de 2019.
Siervo de Dios, Darwin Ramos, iruega por nosotros!
